THE VOWELS PROJECT
We have received a request for assistance from the Grand Lodge of Krzmstv. They are in desperate  need of vowels!

I recommend that the Freemasons of New Mexico donate 75,000 vowels to the war torn region of Krzmstv. The donation, which would be largest of its kind in American and Masonic history, will provide the region with the critically needed letters A,E,I,O and U, and would render countless Krzmstvians names more pronounceable. This noble endeavor would give us great international visibality.
For years, we have stood by while names like Ygrjvslhv and Tzlynhr and Glrm have been horribly butchered by millions around the world. Freemasons must finally stand up and say "Enough." It is time for the people of Krzmstv to have some vowels in their incomprehensible words. Masons could lead the crusade in this glorious endeavor. 

I recommend the deployment be dubbed Operation Vowel Movement by the Grand Lodge and be set for early next year, with the Adriatic port cities of Sjibbdnzv and Grzny slated to be the first recipients. I will ask for the Pentagon’s assistance in using available space on routine spy plane missions over the region. Each sortie would carry  five hundred 24-count boxes of vowels, and fly across the Atlantic to air drop the letters over target cities. Sjlbvdnzv resident Grg Hmphrs, 67, said, "With just a few key vowels, I could be George Humphries. This is my dream." 

This airdrop would represent the largest deployment of any letters to a foreign Country since 1984. During the summer of that year, the US Alpha-Numeric Command shipped 92,000 consonants to Ouaiiopia, providing cities like Ouaouoaua, Eaoiiuae, and Aao with vital, life-giving supplies of L's, S's end T's. 

 I would ask each one of you to volunteer some of your time and treasure to pack the boxes and ship them to Andrews Air force Base in the Washington D.C. area. I know you will step up and make this plan a success.
