Trunk or Treat Notes from 2009


The event was held on Saturday, October 31, from 6 - 8 PM.  Set up began at 3 PM, although this could easily have started at 4 PM and still allowed enough time.  Clean up was completed by 9 PM.  While we didn't specify a time for the "trunkers" to set up, suggest they be asked to be in place no later than 5:45 PM.
Publicity consisted of articles in the religion sections of the Sun News and the Bulletin.  These ran for the two Fridays preceding the event.  The event was also announced in the Good News for three issues.  Notes were also placed in the Sunday bulletin for several weeks and announcements were made from the pulpit.  A personal invitation was extended to Iglesia del Pueblo through their pastor, Wayne Hawkins.  Half sheet flyers were printed and distributed in the neighborhood.  A 3x5 banner was made (cost $150 donated anonymously) and hung in front of the church for about two weeks.  The banner, along with stakes and posts, can be found in the church garage.  The banner may be able to be reused if the date can be somehow covered over with the new one.  Flyers about FPC were created and handed out to participants.
Linda Ramirez obtained the use of a 'jumper' for the kids at no cost.  Rusty Smith brought a gas grill and cooked the hot dogs.  Bruce White brought his own popcorn machine.  We also provided a large bag of candy for the Iglesia del Pueblo table to hand out.
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Staffing:  Need two adults at each food table and one at each of the craft and cookie tables.  Supplement with one or more youth helpers at each table.  Need at least one adult to supervise the jumper, someone to hand out FPC flyers and someone to judge the costume contest.
Note, the flood lights shown in this drawing should be mounted on posts so they will be high enough to be effective.  Suggest using a couple of the posts like we use for the banner and duct taping the flood light columns to them.  There are three double flood lights in the church garage.  Could probably use a couple more flood lights...one by the jumper and one by the parking lot.  Also, the church's extension cords are neither abundant enough nor heavy enough.  Should get someone to provide several heavy cords and at least two power strips.
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Trunkers set up in the east parking lot starting along the south curb, followed by the next row as shown here.  The south entrance to the lot is blocked (cones available in youth room).
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For crafts, we had white, handled bags from Oriental Trading for the kids to decorate using stencils and stickers.  We also gave away small Bible verse bookmarks with the bags.

We served:

Hot dogs on buns (we use packaged Ketchup, Mustard and Mayo.  The church had these and we just used them for they were getting old).
Cheese Nacho and chips

Hot Coco with Marshmallows

Coffee

Water

Cookies that kids frosted themselves.  Michelle and I planned for 150 – 200.  Next year plan for 350 to 375

We purchased 208 hot dogs with 192 buns (there is always some that don’t want buns). We ran out of hot dogs within one hour.  Rusty went to store and purchased another 80 hot dogs and buns.  Next year I would get 350 hot dogs.

We purchased 3 large cans of cheese Nacho and 2 big boxes of chips (1 was in the Salt and Light closet) and we ran out by 7:15pm.  Next year I would get 5 cans of cheese Nacho and have 3 big boxes of chips.

We purchased 2 large cans of Swiss Coco.  We made Coco for 100 cups and ran out by 7:15 and made another pot to serve 60, and none was left.  The church had ½ can of coco and then I used milk and chocolate from the ref.  I also purchased 3 bags of mini-marshmallows and had ½ bag left.  Next year I would purchase 4 cans of Swiss Coco with 4 bags of marshmallows.

We made coffee for 100 and this was way too much.  Next year I would only do 30 cups.

We had ice water in a 5 gallon jug and we ran out and refilled it.  Next year have 2 - 5 gallon containers of water or get a business to donate bottled water.
Cassia baked 200 cookies and 6 cans of frosting.  I know there were some cookies and lots of frosting left but do not know the amount or if this is something we should do again next year.  
We purchased Nacho trays because they didn’t have paper boats and found to like the trays better.  We also used hot dog papers and that seemed to work out good.  The church had these on hand, so we just used them.
I also purchased a whole box of 8 oz cups for hot coco, coffee and water.  We can use these at Thanksgiving. I need to put our name on the box.
