Thereare two small books our Library written aboutthe same
woman. One, THE HOUSE, is non-fiction beautifully written in
poetry and prose; the other, THE WOMAN, is a romanticfiction
based on the same historic person.

In The House at Otowi Bridge, PeggyPondChurchwrites about
her closefriend, Edith Warner,who cameto New Mexico in the
early 1920's to recover from a physical problem.
Peggy'datherrana guestranchwestof SantaFe whereEdith spent
a year recuperating. Edith then choseto remainin the areafor
more than twenty years,wheresheran a tiny countryinn alonga
Rio Granderailroad crossingat Otowi Crossing. She befriended
the SanlldefonsoPuebloIndiansbecomingacquaintedwith their
culture and view of life.

Her inn becamehe site of anunusualconjunctionof peoples:the
Native Americansof Sanlldefonsoand the scientistsworking at
Los Alamos. Shewassubsequentlgaughtsquarelyin the middle
of the atomic experimentsand the developmenibf THE BOMB!
Shewitnessedthe end of the old lifestyle of the Indiansand of
people like the Churches. This book is a "Literary Gem"!

The Woman aOtowi Crossing, by Frank Waters,a noted
authorof the Southwestjs aromanticizedversionof the samestory
with names,placesand charactersbeing changedin order to
constructa conventionawork of fiction.
