Seldom Disappointed: an autobiography read by Tony
Hillerman
     If you are a Hillerman fan, this recorded book offers an
opportunity to get to know the man and his history.
HillermanÕs own conversational style in reading the tape
provides the feeling of sitting in an armchair in the
Hillerman home, listening to the master story teller spin true
yarns of his past.
     Hillerman came from relatively poor Oklahoma,
depression era beginnings.  He served as a foot soldier
during World War II, experiencing real combat.  After the
war, he became a journalist and ultimately took on a job with
the Associated Press in Albuquerque, New Mexico,
eventually ending up as a teacher of journalism at UNM.
Like many young writers, he aspired to writing the great and
profound American novel and but instead stumbled into
writing mysteries based upon Navajo Tribal Police.
     For a pleasant book to listen to on a long drive across
New Mexico, this one is hard to beat.  Hillerman is the
master story teller, and at his best when revealing his own
life.
