BROKEN GLASS   by Robert V. Hine
     Psychiatrists will tell you that describing schizophrenia in lay
terms is virtually impossible.  Even diagnosing it is difficult, and
professionals disagree upon its characteristics and its treatment.
Because people who have the disease move in and out of the
symptoms that demonstrate its existence, friends and family
members are often confused and submerged in guilt in their
dealings with a schizophrenic.  And most schizophrenics are quite
bright and often capable of hiding symptoms when it is to their
advantage.
     Having dealt with schizophrenia in a family member, I read
Broken Glass with intense interest.  Dr. Hine, a professor of history
who tried to care for an adopted schizophrenic daughter, all the
while experiencing his own encroaching blindness and the death of
his wife, has written an amazing and authentic account of the kind
of behavior schizophrenics display.  He also shares the helplessness
that family members feel in trying to cope with what is in many
cases an unsolvable problem.
     This is a clearly written book full of frustration, compassion,
understanding, and love written by a man who must have immense
personal strength.  It provides, better than anything I’ve read on the
subject, an intuitive sense of the disease and its rippling effects
through family and friends.  It also demonstrates, without
bitterness, the weaknesses in our systems for coping with serious
mental disorders.
